Shipping Info for EU
There is an exemption for high pressure Argon cylinders in the ADR (regulations for transport of dangerous goods by road) up to an internal volume of 120ml. It is called “LQ1, packaging in limited quantities”. This counts up to 30 KG (gross-weight) per box or up to 20 KG (gross-weight) per box when packed on a pallet. Markings on the box must be at least an LQ1 label (white) including the text “UN 1006 Argon, compressed, class 2.1 ADR, packed in limited quantities, LQ1”.

For IMO (sea-freight) or IATA (air-freight) there are no exemptions, but it is allowed when declared as dangerous goods, like “UN1006 Argon, compressed, class 2.1 IMO or IATA”. You need to fill out a shipper’s declaration for dangerous goods in both cases.
